 Day Tour Accommodation 

 

The hike takes you through one of the largest 
protecting areas in the Alps, characterized bay 
typical valleys shaped by glaciers and rivers, 
spreading out around the Ortler (3.905 m) 

Duration: 5 daily stages 

Accommodation 
with breakfast 

in Mals 

 

The first stage begins in Mals and takes you 
through Glurns, the smallest town in South Tyrol, 
with its well-preserved medieval walls, up to the 
mountain village of Stilfs.  

Hiking time: approx. 6 h                         Ascent:   938 m 
Distance: approx. 17,4 km                     Descent: 696 m

The second stage initially winds through the 
forest and then continues above the tree line 
from Stilfs to the mountain village of Sulden.  

Hiking time: approx. 6,5 h                   Ascent:  1.219 m 
Distance: approx. 14,9 km                  Descent:    682 m

The third stages lead from Sulden via the 
Schaubach Hut and the Madritschjoch Pass, to the 
Zufall Hut. (no luggage transport) 

Hiking time: approx. 6,5 h                    Ascent: 1.301 m 
Distance: approx. 14,7 km                    Descent:  860 m

with half board 
at the Zufall Hut 

 

The fourth stage follows the Martell Reservoir to 
the village of Martell, or alternatively via the 
Martell High Trail.  

Hiking time: approx. 4 h                     Ascent:        16 m   
Distance: approx. 13,7 km                 Descent: 1.012 m

The fifth stage takes you over the Kreuzjöchl of 
Martell to the Göflaner Alm and continues on to 
the marble village of Laas.  

Hiking time: approx. 6,5 h                  Ascent:      956 m   
Distance: approx. 17,3 km                 Descent: 1.354 m
